Wind screens will be installed on the tennis courts at an approximate cost 
of $5,000.  Don Kemp is spearheading a fundraiser to cover the cost.  Vasco, the 
contractor for the project, donated and installed scorecards for the six courts.

• TUSCORA PARK FOUNDATION – Chairman Mike Ernest is working on completion of 
the 501(c)3 with the state.

• SECURITY CAMERAS - Eight security cameras have been installed and are operating 
24/7.  A few things need tweaked. 
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• SOUTHSIDE COMMUNITY PARK – Application will be made for a Clean Ohio Grant 
and if granted, will allow necessary funds for installation of a roadway and the ability to 
develop the front end of the park.
