He said he and Service Director Gary Espenschied thought an
ordinance had already been passed, but discovered it had not. He went on to say it is purchased
through the state cooperative, and they wanted to make sure the cost did not increase. Mr. Conner
said emergency ordinances are happening too often, and that needs to change. Ms. Cox said this
was in the budget, and everyone was aware of it. Mr. Houston agreed with Ms. Cox, and said it is
time to more forward. Mr. Espenschied said the purchase was on hold until it was decided that the
sanitation department would be retained. He said he has been working with General Services
Superintendent Fred Neff to get the truck ordered before prices go up. Roll call for suspension of
rules, 7 yeas, rules suspended.
