Mayor Brodzinski said he
supports passage of this ordinance because it is a fair wage for the job being done. Mr. Hitchcock
said he also supports this ordinance because the responsibility deserves the wage, and the current
meter man is doing a great job. Roll call, 3 yeas 3 nays (Day, Cox, & Locker). Due to there being
a tie, Council President Dave Johnson voted nay, ordinance failed.

Amended 85-2002 An ordinance by the Council of the City of New Philadelphia, Ohio to change zoning for
real estate located at 1103 Fourth Street NW, New Philadelphia, Ohio to be used by Ernie’s
Bicycle Shop from Residential to Business District, and declaring an emergency. (3rd Reading)
