Motion to vote on passage made by Mr. Lautenschleger, seconded by Mr. Houston. Police Chief
Jeff Urban encouraged Council to pass this legislation. Mayor Brodzinski said this will help in
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investigations and controlling the drug problem in the City. Mr. Lautenschleger said he thinks this
is a very important tool, and requested its passage. Roll call, 2 yeas 4 nays (Cox, Houston, Conner,
& Eichel), passage failed.

25-2006 An ordinance by the Council of the City of New Philadelphia, Ohio to increase permit fees under
New Philadelphia Codified Ordinance 1309.01 by enacting a new permit fee schedule and
repealing existing Section 1309.01, and repealing Ordinance 26-2002, and declaring an emergency.
