MAYOR’S REPORT/REQUEST....... MAYOR MICHAEL TAYLOR

The Mayor presented the June 2010 issue of Go, (an In-flight Magazine of Air Tran which is provided for airplane passengers,
usually located in the pouch on the back of the seat in front of you.)
The Mayor’s wife saw the ad promoting our park in Go, gave the magazine to the mayor so he could see the ad.
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The ad was located in the Go guides section that is based out of the major airports things to do.

It was listed as:

Day-Tripping Tuscora Park, 37 miles south of Akron-Canton at 161 Tuscora Ave NW, New Philadelphia, Ohio.

The Mayor said he thought it was kind of cool and interesting that the magazine was promoting our Tuscora Park in their
magazine so he wanted to share this information with council.

Mayor Taylor reported: Moving forward with emergency repairs to a storm water pipe problem that goes under the railroad
and into the river off of Bank Lane and 4" St. Ext SE this problem was a result of the heavy rains that occurred the week of
June 1% we have made some temporary repairs to allow the railroad to keep operating and have been in contact with them and
they are cooperating with our efforts. Civil Design is in the process of estimating and designing the project as an emergency
and we will be making application to the Ohio Public Works Commission for some emergency grant funding we hope for a
speedy response by the OPWC but regardless of their response, the issue will need repaired as soon as possible. We will be in
the process of getting quotes for this project quickly. The estimate will be in the area of $70,000. The Mayor will keep
Council updated on the project.

Once we have a person on board and in place to take that over, | would think one of their projects would be to survey
the city, inventory the city and try to prioritize for future development what needs addressed and what needs to be
looked at, as there are issues throughout the city that need attention.”

Residents complaints the overflow from city garbage trucks

Mr. Moore addressed council in regard to his concern of leaking garbage trucks Mr. Moore referred to the material from
garbage trucks as “liquid garbage all over the streets.” He said he was told a year ago that the city would take care of it but
noted that it still is occurring and “it smells for two or three days after they pick the garbage up”

Mr. Moore presented pictures to council of the problem. (Pictures were taken 2 or 3 weeks ago)

The concerned area was 1°Drive SW to St Clair SW.

The Service Director, Mr. Zucal said the city was made aware of the issues with the garbage trucks.
o We have worked with our drivers, Fred Neff, General Services Superintendent and the crew on the truck.
e Minimized the amount of water being put in the hopper.
e (Garbage cans put out by some residents and a local club contained rain water,
they have been asked to drill holes in the in the bottom of their cans.
e Changed the route so we are working with them to minimize the amount of material in the hopper
e Our trucks are up to acceptable standards
e He and other city officials will continue working with the crew to do a better job

The Council President Joel Day asked the Service Director to update council of the progress in resolving the problem of the
leaking garbage truck.

Mr. Roberts’s concern was also the leaking garbage truck not just in his neighborhood but the whole city. He said the truck
was leaking white paint all over the city. Mr. Robert’s concern is to keep the city clean.

Mr. Roberts commended the Mayor for sending a truck to Sugarcreek to help clean up after the tornado, “it showed that our
city likes to help surrounding communities.”

Comment to Mr. Roberts from Ms. Espenschied.

Ms. Espenschied said she is concerned, “paint is not allowed to go to the land fill.”

The Council President Joel Day asked the Service Director to follow up on this problem and report back to council.

Stacey Kiser’s complaint to council was the flooding that occurred in her neighborhood.

Stacey Kiser of 290 Kent Circle NE presented a series of photographs that showed flooding in her neighborhood
on June 6, 2010 photos were passed among council members and administration officials

e The second time in 6 years that the flooding has occurred
e Because of new residential developments in the area, the culvert is no longer large enough to carry all of
the water runoff.

e People who are renting a house next to her, are seriously considering not buying it because of the water
issues.

“Where is our property value going?”

o Water remained in Ms. Kiser’s backyard for about three hours,
her house had some water in the basement but not as much as in her neighbor’s basements.

e All of her neighbors who have ranch style houses, had flooded basements and they had to remove all of
carpeting and furniture.



e  Water on nearby Ann Circle was up to the handles on cars parked on the street.
e The water gets so high and too much for the culverts to handle the water goes right over the top.

Ms. Kiser asked the City of New Philadelphia Council,
“Would you like to have all that water in your backyard?”
“Something has to be done,” she said.

Service Director Jim Zucal was in the area on the day of the flooding and is quite aware of the problems.

o Kiser’s area is one that we have on our radar,
e  One of the areas to be looked at hydro logically to study the water runoff and to keep in mind future
development area.

Mayor Michael Taylor told council there are several other areas in the city that also had problems from the heavy rainfall of
June 6.
e It’s aproblem of how the city was built,
e The issue is the capacity of what was installed when the allotments were built they were full.
e It would be up to council to decide if they wanted to go throughout the city replacing storm water
systems with a larger system in anticipation of a storm like we had.

The Mayor said, “That’s an option a very expensive option and something that council can decide if it wants to fund”.
Council President Joel Day said:

e There is no quick fix to the problem

o If there is something temporarily we can do, we will try our best.

e Leave a copy of photos with the service director this might help
The study of how the water is getting into the allotment.

Kathy Pietro addressed council members and administration officials in regard to the flooding of the area as she has a rental
property located at 291 Kent Circle NE. which she purchased about 4 years ago.

The previous owners had told Ms. Pietro when she purchased the house, that when the area was developed in the back they had
the same thing happen so they installed a sump pump.

The water was really bad this time, carpet and padding had to be replaced and the water just poured in the basement. There is
a lot of ground to be developed in this area.
